The pravesh, prarambhik and pragat
exams are Practical exams whereas madhyama and padvika exams are practical and written in nature.

Features of Art of Dancing Examinations

Thousands of students from over 100 Dance Academies from Maharashtra and other states appear for the
exam.

All the participants are awarded with Certificate of Participation and the Winner and Runner up
participants are rewarded with Cash Prize.

The expenses for the conducting the examinations are paid to the centers as per the rules and regulations,
hence if you conduct exams at your centre you will not have to bear the financial burden.

These exams are conducted in foreign countries on Skype.

For rendering immediate service to the Centers, a select number of Regional Offices in various districts and
branches of the Vidyapeeth have been started
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Very Important Instructions

Important instructions with respect to the Art of Dance Examinations that are conducted through
Vidyapeeth are as mentioned below:
» The entrance exams will be conducted from the September semester and students below the age of
8 years can apply for the same.
» For the prarambhik (initial) exam only the students who have completed 9 years of age and
padvika (degree) exam students who have completed 15 years of age are eligible.

New Centre and Centre No.

To start a new centre the list of students and application requesting to start a new centre containing the
below mentioned points should be given:

Centers can send the application letters requesting permission to start a new centre along with the list of
students and it need not be sent in advance.

Before the exam, the concerned centre will be provided with the list of seat numbers of students and Centre
number.

The Centre can use the same centre number for all future exams as well.

Points to remember before starting a new Centre —
1. Name of the Centre — Address (Post. Taluka, District, Pin Code, Phone number, Mobile number, e-
mail id) — Full Name of the Centre Head / Director/ Manager
2. Please write the Centre number provided by the Vidyapeeth on each and every list and
correspondence. Kindly mention the Name of the Centre and Centre number on the backside of the
DD of exam fee.

While Sending the Exam Fee and L.ist of Students —

1. While sending the list for various exams, prepare the list of students in the prescribed format along
with the appropriate exam fee. Prepare an Excel sheet in M.S.Office and send the Hard Copy (Print
out) and Soft Copy as an attachment in the e-mail on the e-mail id of the department:
tmvshaleyaprasar@gmail.com. The medium of e-mail will be used henceforth for instant and
prompt communication. Centre heads are requested to kindly correspond through their respective
e-mail ids.

About Exam Fees:
To make it easy to understand the computation of exam fees, Vidyapeeth has drafted a table
showing the details. Centre heads should refer to the table to achieve the benefit of reducing
Postal and Courier expenses.
Along with sending the lists according to the specimen, the consolidate of all exams or per subject
individually (As per the convenience of school) the financial details should be provided as
mentioned below:

Precautions to be taken while sending the exam fees
1. DD drawn on any nationalized bank should be sent in the name of *Acting Director, Tilak
Maharashtra Vidyapeeth, Pune to the department of Shaleya Prasar. Apart from DD money can be
transferred to the Bank of Maharashtra, TMV Colony Branch, Account no. 20027052461
(IFSC code MAHB0000320) from any local banks.
2. The original receipt of the fees paid should be sent to the Department of Shaleya Prasar or the
regional office along with the lists and details of fees paid and the photocopy or Xerox of the same
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should be kept by the centre heads. Lists will be accepted only when accompanied with the original
fee receipt. Exam fees will not be accepted by the mode of cheques or money orders.

3. The lists will be accepted in the Shaleya Prasar department from Monday to Friday from 10:00
a.m. to 1:00 p.m. and 2: 00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. and on Saturdays from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. For
acceptance of lists in Regional Office, kindly contact them to know the office timing.

Before and After the Examination

1. The Written and Practical Exams for Dance Academies in Pune Area will be conducted in the
Vidyapeeth. Exams will also be organized in the regional offices and the towns and villages that
are exempt from the jurisdiction can also conduct exams in the centers provided by the Vidyapeeth
with the prior permission of the Vidyapeeth. All the exams will be conducted in one single day on
all centers. In case, if any of the students are not able to appear for the practical or written exam
then the letter of the centre requesting permission for that student/students as a special case will be
considered and exam will be conducted at a later date for that particular centre and an additional
fee of Rs. 50 per student will be charged. All the students must remain present at the ‘xam centre
30 minutes before the exam. For Written and Practical Exams, students may answer in Marathi,
Hindi or English Language.

2. For the practical exam of ‘Bharatnatyam’ the representative of the centre must be present to recite
‘Natuangam’ and CD or Cassette will not be acceptable for the same. The mandatory dress code
for Prarambhik, Pragat and Madhyama practical exams is a white dress and for Padvika practical
exam it is mandatory to drape a Saree. For the written exam of ‘Bharathatyam’ students should
refer to the book “Abhinaydarpan’ for studying.

3. For the practical of ‘Kathak’ exams it is mandatory to arrange for ‘Tabla and Harmonium’ and the
compulsory dress code for Prarambhik, Pragat and Madhyama levels is a white Punjabi dress and
for Padvika the necessary costume must be worn. Similarly for the Oddisi Dance, a
representative/instrumentalist along with the necessary instrument of the centre should be present
to play ‘Manjira’. All the students are to compulsorily drape the Practice Saree for the practical
exam.

4. After the registration of students’ names, all the centers will receive the list of students’ seat
numbers according to the time table 10 days prior to the exams. The centre heads should carry the
receipt of the payment of fees along with them during the written and practical exams.

5. The signature of all the students present for the exam should be taken in front of their names on the
Attendance Sheet. Do not scratch off and avoid any corrected work on the attendance sheet. If
there are any students whose names are not included in the list already sent to the department of
Shaleya Prasar and if there are any last minute entries, then the full name of the student along with
the late fees must be sent along with the answer sheets. Any such students with the last moment
entry should be given the last seat number and A/B/C should be added at the end. For e.g the last
seat number is 101 then, the last moment entry seat no. will be 101-A , next last moment entry seat
number will be 101 — B and so on. If there are any changes in the names mentioned in the list of
seat numbers then the names written in the Attendance Sheet should be circled with a red pen and
correct spellings should be mentioned or a separate sheet with seat number, wrong name and
correct name should be sent. All the passing students are provided certificates with the names that
are provided in the list, hence it is the duty of the teachers to make sure that there are no mistakes
whatsoever in the lists.

6. If there are any doubts or queries regarding the exam result or certificates, contact the department
of Shaleya Prasar before the completion of 2 months after the results are declared. After the exam
results are declared the answer sheets are discarded before the next exam.

7. If the answer sheets need to be given for revaluation, an application must be made through the
Principal or Centre Head before the end of 20 days after the declaration of the result. Revaluation
fee rs. 30 per answer sheet needs to be sent with the application. For duplicate certificate, an
amount of rs. 50 per head are charged as fees.

Kindly take note of all the above mentioned points and please cooperate with the Vidyapeeth.
